National Bowel Cancer Screening Program -education for priority populations in WA
Bowel cancer is one of the most commonly diagnosed cancers in Australia, with one in 26 men and one in 37 women expected to be diagnosed before the age of 75 in WA. The National Bowel Cancer Screening Program (NBCSP) is a population-based screening program managed by the Australian Government Department of Health, Disability and Ageing. It commenced in WA in 2007 and aims to reduce deaths from bowel cancer by detecting early signs of the disease through the provision of free immunochemical Faecal Occult Blood Test (iFOBT) screening test. The NBCSP provides free screening tests to eligible Australians aged 45 to 74 every two years. 
The AIHW monitors NBCSP participation rates across the nation including identified priority groups. The National Bowel Cancer Screening Program monitoring report 2025 reported the overall national participation rate as being 41.7%. Lower participation rates were seen for Australians residing in the lowest socioeconomic areas (36.2%), people in remote and very remote areas (25.0%), people who spoke a language other than English at home (24.3%-31.1%) and Indigenous Australians had a lower estimated participation rate (37.7%) in screening compared to non-Indigenous Australians (41.9%).  
There is very little data on the rates of LGBTIQA+ communities participating in NBCSP. ACON and the Cancer Institute of NSW’s health promotion initiative Can We found that among the LGBTIQA+ people aged 50 to 74 they surveyed almost a third had never completed a bowel cancer screening test kit and 42% of those surveyed believed they were not at risk of developing bowel cancer (CANWE, 2025).
To address this gap, The Cancer Network of Western Australia (CNWA), a division of the North Metropolitan Health Service (NMHS), is offering targeted funding to support the development, implementation and evaluation of a Train-the-Trainer (TTT) or similar peer education model program that builds community capacity and improve awareness, understanding, and engagement with the NBCSP. 
This initiative targets outreach to priority populations, including Aboriginal communities, people from Culturally and Linguistically Diverse (CaLD) backgrounds, LGBTIQA+ individuals, residents in regional and remote areas, and those experiencing socioeconomic disadvantage. 
By supporting the provision of reliable cancer information to empower consumers, this initiative is in alignment with the WA Cancer Plan 2020 – 2025. Additionally, it supports progress towards achieving Recommendations 3 and 4 of the Sustainable Health Review (2019).
Successful applicants will develop a culturally resonant training program, recruit and train facilitators from within the target population, and deliver inclusive education sessions tailored to the community’s needs. NMHS is providing funding to support interested parties to develop and deliver the program. Interested parties are encouraged to submit an EOI outlining their targeted group/s and proposed program details. 

Funding
Applications are open for two (2) $90,000 grants (total $198,000 inc. GST), with a projected term of 12 months per grant.
Organisations can submit only one application for this grant funding program. Funding for the Grant will be provided as a one-off allocation, with payment to be made upon signing the Grant agreement by both parties.
How can the funding be used?
The funding can be used for activities, expenses and costs such as:
· salaries for staff required in the design, delivery and evaluation of the program
· resource development
· community engagement workshops (venue hire, catering etc)
· operational overheads associated with the program
· intrastate travel (regional delivery only)
The funding cannot be used to fund the following: 
· activities already funded by WA Health system through any of its other funding programs
· retrospective activity, e.g. activity starting before the published start date or activity that has already been completed 
· research only projects with no implementation component 
Who can apply
Eligible groups and organisations must be:
· An incorporated not-for-profit community organisation
· A local government authority or
· An unincorporated organisation or community group, applying through the auspice of an incorporated body or local government authority.
Who cannot apply
· A federal or state government agency
· An individual
· A commercial for-profit organisation
· An unincorporated not-for-profit community sector organisation (unless applying through the auspice of an incorporated body or local government authority)
· An organisation located in the Indian Ocean Territories
Target audience
The program will begin by educating selected trainers from within priority population groups. These trainers will then deliver tailored community education about bowel cancer screening to community members who meet the following criteria:
· Eligible for participation in the NBCSP, i.e.:
· Are aged between 45–74
· Have a residential mailing address in Western Australia
· Hold a green Medicare card or are registered as a Department of Veterans’ Affairs customer
· Belong to one or more priority population groups, such as:
· Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander communities
· People from Culturally and Linguistically Diverse (CaLD) backgrounds
· LGBTIQA+ individuals
· Residents of regional and remote areas
· People experiencing socioeconomic disadvantage
This two-tiered approach ensures that education is both culturally resonant and community-led, increasing engagement and uptake of bowel cancer screening among those most at risk.

What is expected from you?
Program brief
Grant recipients will be required to design a culturally resonant or appropriately targeted TTT or similar peer education program for a priority population in a format that is suitable for the group. They will need to organise the logistics of the program delivery, including engaging with an appropriate facilitator to lead sessions in the appropriate languages required. 
Grant recipients will also be required to: 
1.	Engage with community stakeholders to ensure the model is co-designed or culturally    appropriate.
2.	Recruit and train community facilitators using the developed model.
3.	Implement community outreach or education sessions led by trained facilitators.
4.	Provide resources and materials that are accessible, inclusive and culturally relevant. 
5.	Measure and report outcomes including, but not limited to:
· Number of facilitators / trainers
· Number of community sessions delivered
· Number of individuals reached
· Pre- and post-session knowledge or engagement change
It is expected that the grants will lead to the following objectives and outcomes: 
· Increase knowledge in bowel cancer.
· Enhance awareness of the importance of bowel cancer screening and boost confidence in the screening process among facilitators and participants. 
· Increase knowledge of importance of attending follow up investigation following positive iFOBT. 
· Improved access to culturally appropriate information about bowel cancer screening. 
· Enhanced capacity of community organisations to deliver ongoing bowel cancer education. 
Assessment Criteria
Each application will be assessed against the following selection criteria (see Section Two):
1. Organisational capacity to design, deliver and evaluate education sessions to a priority population by December 2026.
2. Evidence of well-connected networks to engage meaningfully and effectively with the targeted priority population(s) in metropolitan and/or regional areas.
3. Organisational capacity to handle the administrative workload required of program organisation logistics (e.g., venue sourcing, internet access, catering, management of invitations and registrations, promotion of program, printing of resources, etc).
4. Demonstrated ability to meet reporting criteria.
Reporting criteria
1. Progress report will be completed and submitted to CNWA at six (6) months. 
2. Funding acquittal report delivered at the conclusion of the project. This report will need to be submitted within 30 days of the expiry date of the agreement. 
CNWA will not be involved in regular project meetings but may be available for meetings if requested by the grantee.

Funding will be awarded to Applicants based on an assessment of their answers to the ‘Response Questions’ (Section F Clause 2).
Successful Applicants will be notified in writing.
